Assignments of Error 

 

1. The trial court erred in ruling that a creditor stands in the exact shoes of a debtor irrespective 

of tenants by the entirety interests and statutory protections of non-debtor parties.   

 

2. It was error for the trial court to have found that the bank account maintained in Missouri 

was subject to the creditor’s writ of fiera facia, and therefore ownership analysis under Virginia 

law, merely because the parent bank was successfully served in Virginia with a garnishment 

order.   

 

3. It was error for the trial court to have determined that the garnished bank account was subject 

to creditor process when the account was ‘domiciled’ and presumptively owned by Appellants as 

tenants by the entirety, in Missouri.
